
The United States has reduced its overall foreign assistance by 84%. 

Germany, Holland, Canada, The Netherlands, Switzerland, France, Finland, Belgium, 
Sweden and Austria have also cut budgets, while the UK government is to re-allocate 40% 
of its aid budget to defence and military spending.

In contrast, Ireland recently rea�rmed its commitment to helping the world’s poorest people.
