In partnership with the Designer Group, an engineering company based in Ireland and currently working at the East Africa Breweries Limited (EABL) plant in Kisumu, we are calling for education scholarship applications to certificate and artisanal courses in The Kisumu National Polytechnic and Ramogi Institute of Advanced Technology (RIAT) to build the capacity of young people to get into self-employment or improve their employability in mainstream companies. 
A total of 30 (50% female) scholarship opportunities will be offered to deserving students, 15 at The Kisumu National polytechnic and 15 will be at Ramogi Institute of Advanced Technology.
Objectives
The objectives of the project with designer group is to increase access to employment and self-employment opportunities for at least 30 youths in Kisumu through training and apprenticeship opportunities.

Expected outcomes
· At least 30 beneficiaries have undergone training and certification on artisan and craft courses.
· Established formal agreements with local cooperatives and private sector agro processors for learning focused internships.
· Established Memoranda of Understanding (MOU) with The Kisumu National Polytechnic (TKNP) and Ramogi institute of Advanced Technology (RIAT)
